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The Origin of the Name Jhwh or Yhwh (Greek version at the very end)

Followed by Jesus’ account of His last Passover
I will hereby teach you this Name again, as Jesus the Nazarene taught it to His disciples.

The following is an analysis of the Name ‘Zeus’, ‘Jewa’, ‘Yakhveh’ or ‘Jehovah’: 

The original scientific word-formula from which all these forms of the Name are derived is the uncontracted Greek or, rather, Ionian word-formula for ‘LIFE’, which is ‘’, (Latin writing - ‘Jhwh’), pronounced J-e-w-a in the sacred Adamite-Ionian language.
The first letter ‘’, as well as the Latin letter ‘J’, are symbols of a vibrating chord and stand for the source of vibration or, generally, emanation of any kind. Its pronunciation is an attempt to render its meaning phonetically. The second letter is (h ‘etta’ or ‘e & a’ (ea), a sine wave emanating from a chord. It stands for the Primary Principle of Outwardness, the cause of Volition for outward expression and also for the primary expression itself, (see ‘Origin of the Universe’). The third letter is (w) ‘omega’, two sine waves converging from opposite directions. Its correct pronunciation is that of a long bilabial ‘w’. It stands for the Secondary Principle of Nodal Action, which focuses the indiscriminate expression, giving it direction, focal point and features and, thus, converts Volition into Intention and designs the features of the expression. The three letters so far, ‘’, (Jhw), are the uncontracted Greek verb ‘I live’. The second η(h) signifies that from every point of accumulation the Primary Principle manifests anew and also that Life is regenerative or continuously evolving. This scientific word-formula for ‘Life’ is also the Name of the God-of-Life or the Living God. The Name was taken to Egypt by the Ionian priests that emigrated there from Ionia in Asia Minor around 2750 BC and founded the Sanctuary of Amon in Thebes, before the Ionian sanctuaries of Amon-Zeus in Asia were destroyed by the oncoming Hyperborean Hellenes. (This is also when Thebes in Greece and Tyre-Phoenicia off the eastern coast of the Mediterranean were founded by the brothers of Europa, Cadmus and Phoenix respectively). In Egypt, the name acquired a harsh pronunciation, characteristic of both the Hamitic and Arabic languages, and ended up as ‘Yekhwah’ or ‘Iakhweh’. Mystic initiates brought this version of the Name from Egypt to Greece, where it ended up in the Eleusinian mysteries as the invocation ‘Iakhe’ for the ‘Principle of Life’. This is also the form of the Name picked up by Moses during his initiation at Memphis. This is the origin of the Name ‘Jehovah’ or ‘Jhwh’ and ‘Jove’, from which come words like ‘joven’, ‘juvenile’ and ‘Juventus’, which mean ‘full-of-Life’, ‘young’ or ‘Youth’. Zeu-(s) or Jeu-(s) is the shorter form of the Name of J-e-w-a the God-of-Life, as used by the Ionian priests.
He promised that “One day His people would be called by His Name”; hence the Jews.
Ever since they were called ‘Jeus’ (in ‘Middle English’), towards the end of the 13th century, their persecutions in modern times also started, (in 1290 in York England). The worst decision by the Jews, after Jhwh has honored them with His Name, is to revert to ‘Israel’, a name devised by Thoth-Hermes in order to place them under his gods, Isis-Ra-El.

‘Adonai’ means ‘Male Lord’, just like ‘Baal’.

Adonis was for Venus what Baal was for Astarte.

 

It was for this reason that in antiquity several High Priests were struck dead by Jhwh when they invoked Adonai instead of Jhwh in the Holy of Holies on the Day of Atonement. After a couple of such occurrences, the High Priest used to tie a rope around his ankle, with one end of the rope outside the Holy of Holies, so that he could be pulled out in case he died in there, as it was forbidden for anybody other than the High Priest to enter the Holy of Holies. After a number of such occurrences, Jhwh stopped visiting His Holy of Holies.
As we mention in “Reappraisal of Thoth-Hermes”, the name ‘Israel’ was devised by Thoth-Hermes the Egyptian wizard in order to place Jacob and his descendants under the protection and control of his gods, (Isis, Ra and El), and made up that unlikely story of Jacob wrestling all night with god El. (El is Saturn, father of Zeus-Jhwh; hence, Israel’s sanctification of Saturday). Out of Saturn (Israel) Jesus-Zeus the Lamb was born. Ever since, Calicastia has been persecuting Jerusalem (Rhea) and her children the Jews throughout the Christian World. The real Jhwh’s Day, the day sanctified in His name, is Thursday-Jovedi. In the very near future, Thursday-Jovedi-Jhwhday will be sanctified as the Sabbath of the week. 

 

The commandment “You shall not take the Name of Jhwh your god in vain” means just that. “You shall not call upon the Name Jhwh for vain and trivial reasons”. Not that you should never use it. For serious purposes do not hesitate to call Him by His Name, Jhwh. This will strengthen His presence among you and His angels will protect you. This is not ‘vain’.
 

Your praises should definitely be addressed to Jhwh in his proper Name always.
 

The Jews are hated and persecuted from time to time not because they are good or bad or for any other reason but just because they bear their God’s Name. 

The following example demonstrates even more vividly the truth of my last statement:

It happened a few years ago in Umeä, a Swedish town on the Baltic. The school was closing for the long Winter holidays and parents were asked to take some potted plants and flowers home to look after them during the holidays. To one lady’s lot fell a potted plant called the ‘Wandering Jew’. The lady bolted: “No, no; I cannot have this THING in my house!”
This is also the reason why the so-called ‘Jehovah Witnesses’ are generally hated or despised; just for the Name’s sake. They are not really Jhwh’s Witnesses. They have never known or seen Jhwh. They are not even circumcised to be ‘His People’, though they are very decent people, living according to their understanding of the Bible as a denomination, not just scattered individuals like in other denominations. The discrimination against them keeps them united and fortifies and renews their faith. 

The most terrible crime against Jesus is his voodoo ritual crucifixion on Calvary and the subsequent voodoo ritual of the crucifixion of images of “Jesus the Nazarene King of the Jews”, first by the Romans at crossroads and in squares during the persecutions of the first three centuries and, ever since, by the organized Roman religion of Christianity.

       Mohammed wrote in the Koran that Jesus was not crucified. The personage he channeled is not Jesus but Christ, Jesus’ symbiote, who abandoned Jesus’ body before the crucifixion, taking with him the ‘Jesus package’, hatching like a wasp out of a butterfly’s caterpillar. 
This voodoo ritual is behind all subconscious anti-Jewish psychosis for 2000 years and it is also the process through which the kingdom of the Lamb has been prevented from being established on Earth earlier. However, the Spirit of Truth is now here and the kingdom of the Lamb or the ‘Dominion of Man’ will soon be established. 

Jesus’ account of His last Passover

The following is straight from Jesus’ mouth (2004): ***

*** Jesus was 47 years and 8 months old when He was crucified and He had taught for 22 years. Although He was expecting that on one of the latest Passovers His time would come up, even on this Passover, as late as the morning of the day before the ‘last supper’, He was not sure that this was it. (He said: “I was more human than people believe”).

On this morning, after His glorious reception of the previous week, He arrived at Siloam’s gate with His disciples to address the crowd. Siloam’s gate offered itself for such gatherings, as it was on the SE of the city, bathed in the morning sunshine, and it had broad steps leading down to the Kedron valley, with a very wide top step before its entrance, which was used by speakers as a ‘rostrum’, very much like Hyde Park Corner.

When Jesus and His disciples arrived, there was already another speaker by the name Jehudit*, (another so-called ‘Messiah’, of which there were a few during the Messianic fever of those days), addressing the crowd, which consisted of his own followers, as well as followers of Jesus and other pilgrims, who were waiting for Jesus to arrive. Many of them carried knives or short swords, like the Roman ‘sica’, because many of these zealots expected that on one of these Passovers there would be an uprising to free Judea from the Romans.

* (‘Jehudit’ or ‘Yehudit’ is both a male and a female name, more rarely met as male).

The disciples asked Jesus if He wished them to tell Jehudit to step down but Jesus said: “No, let the man speak”. Jesus and His disciples stood on one side listening. In his address to the crowd, Jehudit was proclaiming himself as the true Messiah that would liberate the Nation and was inciting the people to take up arms against the Romans. When Jesus heard this, He approached the man and remarked that ‘the scriptures were meant for the spiritual and moral fortification of the people and not for inciting them into catastrophic adventures’. To this Jehudit reacted very arrogantly and this was taken up as a queue for clashes between the counterpoised followers. As soon as the clashes started Jesus left the scene with His disciples but He was watching the events with His mind’s eye. A number of people were killed in the clashes on both sides, including Jehudit. Roman soldiers of the increased city guard intervened to quell the clashes and there were about fifteen dead among them also.

Pilate was ‘frothing at the mouth’. He sent a message to the Jewish leaders that either they hand over to him whoever was responsible or else ‘he would put the city to the sword and the torch’. (This is why the High Priest said later that ‘it is better to sacrifice one man than the whole nation’, as most of the male Jewish population was in Jerusalem for the Passover). Jesus went to the leaders to explain what had happened but when they tried to apprehend Him He slipped away, as He thought that His time had not come yet.

Some time after mid-day Philip and Andrew came and told Jesus that ‘some Greeks wished to see Him’ (John ch.12, 20-23). These were three Hermic high mystics with whom Jesus had met before. They brought him a gold colored potion to take for the crucifixion ritual. (It is the same potion that was taken in all high initiations). It took Jesus to a cataleptic coma, during which specialist angels carried out a complete metamorphosis of His body. ***
It was against Jewish Law to arrest a man at night but Jewish leaders wanted to question Jesus before he was arrested by the Romans on the following morning and find out for themselves whether He was really the Liberator or not, so as not to end up with the fiasco of having the Liberator of the Nation, and their only hope, handed over to the Romans. The conclusions of this questioning did not convince them. Jesus Himself did not help.

Notice that John was present during the questioning in the High Priest’s court “because he was known to the High Priest” (John 18. 15). Actually John’s father was second cousin to the High Priest. This should tell you what was really taking place there and that Jesus and His disciples were not the target of persecution by the Jewish leaders.

Whatever the Jewish leaders were or were not, they were definitely serious people and did not behave like street rabble, as Gibson portrays them. After they were convinced that Jesus was not the Liberator, they sent Him over to Pilate and stayed in consultation behind closed doors. They did not go ‘donkey-riding’ to pursue and witness the crucifixion of one of their own by the Romans. They may were bigots but they were definitely not friends of the Romans and enemies to any of their own people. If you think so, you don’t know Jews. Solidarity among them is very strong to this day, especially on behalf of the Priesthood.

Pilate wanted to make an example of Jesus so as to discourage any similar ‘foolish’ endeavors by other ‘Messiahs’. He certainly did not wish to make a martyr out of Him and, thus, cause an even worse follow-up. His intention was to humiliate the ‘Jewish king’. As an able demagogue he presented their ‘king’ as a common criminal, a worthless cipher, who offered the Jews no hope and deserved no following and, thus, prompted the Jewish crowd to denounce Him. He had Him dragged around the streets of Jerusalem while flogged, for everyone to see His humiliation and also to drive home a threatening message to prospective ‘Messiahs’ and their followers.

It was not Pilate’s conscious intention that the crucifixion would be a voodoo ritual against the Jewish Nation. This most terrible part of the act was the work of Calicastia, who acted behind the scenes, (as behind Mel Gibson), and prompted all the details of the proceedings.

As for Judas, yes, he was approached by the Sanhedrin who asked him about Jesus’ whereabouts for the night, explaining their intentions. Judas told Jesus about it before he agreed to do so on the latter’s instruction. Judas hoped that at last Jesus would reveal to the Jewish leaders that He was indeed the Liberator. He believed that this is what Jesus had in mind. When at the end of supper Jesus turned to him and said, “Whatever you are to do, go do it now”, he left with eager anticipation. Later, not comprehending the turn of events, he had a real thunderstorm in his head and was filled with grief, disillusion and desperation. It took him some time to recover but, like Peter, he finally did. [The scriptures were changed by Calicastia through the Byzantines, presenting Judah (and the Judeans) as betraying Christ, in order to make the name ‘Judeans’ and its evolution to ‘Jeus’-‘Zeus’, later ‘Jews’, a despised byword and prepare the Christians for the persecutions against the Jeus-Jews].
A detail: On nailing the left hand of Jesus, the nail met a die and, in shifting the position of the nailing, the nail made a second hole on the skin of the back of the hand.

[Jesus was about 6 ft tall, elegantly slim, of gentle countenance, fair complexion (with light-wheat tan), green-blue eyes, short auburn beard and long auburn hair with golden sheen at the top].

A record of Pilate’s condemnation of Jesus

(From a Byzantine booklet titled ‘The prophesies of Agathangelos and other documents’)
In the 17th year of Tiberius Caesar, king of the Romans, invincible monarch, the 201st Olympiad, 8th Heliad, the 4174th year since the Creation according to the Hebrew reckoning, the 73rd year since the establishment of the kingdom in Rome, the 580th year since the liberation from Babylon, and the 97th year since the destruction of the Holy Kingdom, at the time of Roman Proconsuls (?) Lucius Sizonius and Marcus Sinnius and Illyrian Procurator (?) …

In the days of the Procurator of Judea Quintus Flavius, and administrator of Jerusalem gratistus Pontius Pilatus and overlord of lower Galilee Herod Antipater, with Annas and Caiaphas High Priests and Temple Priests Aliasos and Maeel and Temple officers Raban and Amabel, and centurion Ioctenus, and chief Roman officer of the city of Jerusalem Subimasaxius Popilius Rufus,

I Pontius Pilatus, on behalf of the kingdom of the Romans, on the praetorium of supreme authority, hereby judge and condemn to death by crucifixion one Jesus, called Messiah by the crowd, Nazarene from the country of Galilee, a rebel against the Law of Moses and against the glorious king of the Romans Tiberius Caesar. I decide and rule explicitly his death by crucifixion, as customary for all the condemned: because he gathered crowds of people, both rich and poor, has not ceased to cause tumult and to disturb Judea, proclaiming himself God and king of Jerusalem, threatening destruction of Jerusalem and of the holy temple, refusing to pay tax to Caesar, and dared enter the city of Jerusalem and the holy temple with great crowds and palms of victory like a king. We hence assign our first centurion Quintus Cornelius to circulate him around the city for all citizens of Jerusalem to see, being flogged, dressed in purple robe, and crowned with a crown of thorns and carrying his cross on his shoulders, so that he will be an example to the crowds and all criminals. And with him I include two robbers and murderers. And, being lead out of the city by the gate Yiambarolla, known today as Antonian, to be brought to the hill of the villains, known as Calvary, and after being crucified and dead, his body to be left on the cross for all villains to see. And on the cross a note shall be placed in three languages:

Joshua Alon Iles Iodam

Ιησούς ο Ναζωραίος βασιλεύς Ιουδαίων

Jesus Nazoreus Rex Judeorum

We therefore command that nobody, of whatever class and quality, would dare unwisely obstruct the carrying out of this decision, which is passed by me with every decent deliberation as his due sentence for his insurrection, himself a Hebrew, against the laws of the kingdom of the Romans.

Εξήγηση του ονόματος Ζευς, Ιακχος και Ιεχωβά

Θα διευκολυνθούμε στην εξήγηση του Ονόματος αν αρχίσουμε από την εξέταση της ασυναίρετης γραφής της λέξης ‘ζωή’ που είναι ‘ζηωη’.

Το γράμμα ‘ω’ (και w) συμβολίζει τη Συγκεντρωτική Αρχή, τον Έρωτα, και δίνει στην έκφραση της Αγάπης κατευθυντήρια συγκέντρωση, μορφή και χαρακτηριστικά. Μετατρέπει την τάση προς έκφραση σε κατευθυντήρια Βούληση και διαμορφώνει το αντικείμενο της έκφρασης. Τα τρία γράμματα μέχρι τώρα, το ‘ζηω’, είναι το ασυναίρετο ρήμα ‘ζω’. Το δεύτερο ‘η’ δηλώνει ότι η Αγάπη εκδηλώνεται ξανά από όλα τα σημεία συγκέντρωσης και επίσης ότι η Ζωή είναι αναγεννόμενη. Το ‘ζηωη’, (Jhwh) είναι το ασυναίρετο ‘ζωή’. Αφαιρώντας το ‘ζ’, την αρσενική ρίζα, μας μένει το ‘ηωη’, ευα, αυα, ευε ή αυε, το όλο θηλυκό φάσμα της Ζωής. Κάθε αισθαντικό ον είναι και αρσενικό και θηλυκό μαζί.
