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MALE AND FEMALE  ( ♂ &  ♀  ) & Human relations (jesusdzeus.com)
We shall first examine the Male and Female Principles and the general characteristics of their manifestation. Later on, we shall examine the relation of these principles with Man and Woman. We must stress right away that you should not identify Male and Female with Man and Woman; otherwise, you will be reading prejudice in the text, due to reading it with prejudice.

As the symbols for Male and Female signify, (a small circle with an out-pointing arrow for Male, and a small circle with a cross underneath for Female), Male is an entity with Outflowing characteristics and Female an entity with Inflowing characteristics.

As ‘entity’ implies an arising due to accumulation, a Male entity must either manifest also the Female principle inherently, or it must be directly associated with a Female entity. This is necessary, first for the arising of the entity and then, for retaining its corporeal nature. By ‘direct association’ we mean that the Outflowing entity is one end of a dipole, which has an Inflowing end as well. Only in complex twin-phase space is it possible to have a dipole with its poles spatially separated. This is the case of fundamental monopoles and fundamental Etheric particles, like the Proton and the Electron.

Let us now extend our attention to secondary living entities, or Beings, but still not to Man and Woman, or the Sexes in general. As in the case of the fundamental particles, so also in the case of Living Beings, the manifestation of the Female or Erotic Principle is necessary for the arising and maintenance of the corporeal, not necessarily Biochemical, entity. In the case of the Living Being however, the manifestation of the Male or Alpha Principle is also necessary, since Life is the result of the combination of both Principles.

So, every Living Sentient Being is both Male and Female. The point of balance between the two Principles can be infinitely varied. With a stronger Protonic (URIC) type vortex, the Being is more predominantly Female. With a stronger Neutronic (URANIC) type vortex, the Being is predominantly Male. The point of balance in a particular individual gives the dominant mode in the functional attributes of the individual. A dominant Male factor gives a greater focal length, associated with greater focal depth. A dominant Female factor gives a shorter focal length, associated with smaller or sharper focal depth.

To see how this balance affects the functional attributes of the individual, we must break down the function into constituent parts. Any function is made up of action procedures. At first, we have the Concept of the general design features of the action, then the development of the design and its ramifications, the ‘fixing’ of the design into an ‘action loop’, or permanent code for multiple reproduction, whatever the case may be, and finally, the execution.

For proficiency in Concept, i.e., for high Conceptual Intelligence, greater focal length and depth are necessary. For the ramifications an intermediate focal length is more suitable and for the execution a much shorter and sharper focusing, or greater Computational Active Intelligence, is called for.

Every individual being has the capacity of varying its focal length, but the degree of accommodation capability varies greatly among individuals; i.e., every individual has both Conceptual and Computational Active Intelligence of greatly varying degrees. So, when an individual is busy with Concepts, the greater scene and the correlation and co-ordination of its constituent parts, the individual is predominantly Male, and when the same individual is attending to details and execution, it is predominantly Female. The individual's character oscillates between the two modes.

When design and execution needs greatly increase, a single individual finds it increasingly difficult to cope with both Conceptual and Executional functions simultaneously, in designs of great complexity. An attempt to carry out both extreme functions simultaneously results in a malfunction similar to astigmatism, with eventual loss of the capability to function efficiently in either mode.

This necessitates the separation of modes among different individuals; i.e., the segregation of the predominantly Male and Female modes, or the predominant Intelligences. The single, or haploid, individuals are then grouped together into compound or complex individuals, or Organic Beings, like the Human or any other Metazoon, and these compound individuals are further organized into Multiple Organic Beings; i.e., Communities and further, Societies.

As there is need of progressively a greater number of individuals as we go from the Male or Conceptual mode to the predominantly Female, or Computational Active Intelligence, any Organic Being, whether a single person or a Community or Society, is structured in a pyramidal fashion, with a single Overall Male, or Conceptual Intelligence, at the top vertex. This vertex must be single because coherence is impossible between two, or more, Points-of-I of the same level of Authority, trying to control the same action procedure, even the raising of a hand, in the same domain. The Male or Conceptual Intelligences are responsible for the co-ordination of the domain below them in the pyramid. Responsibility and Authority go together.

So, the Authority in any domain is the most predominantly Male Unit of the domain. The Male factor goes together with greater Conceptual Intelligence and stronger Outward Drive. This follows from the Active Principles.

We finally come to the consideration of the Sexes. The need for separation into male and female sex, (written with small ‘m’ and ‘f’), arises in the reproduction of compound or complex Organic Bodies, i.e., the execution of the most complex designs. It is natural that the execution of these highly complicated designs, which took trillions of years to develop by innumerable Active Intelligences, both Male and Female, should be assigned to the most proficient Executional Active Intelligences; i.e., the most predominantly Female Complex Organic individuals. Thus, Womanhood, together with its associated and necessary anatomical features, was assigned to the already predominantly Female Beings. However, it should be stressed that a woman, or any other female individual, being a Complex Organic Being, can be quite Male in many aspects, other than her sex.

A mother is much more Male than her young child, whether a boy or a girl. The infant is the most Female individual in any species. Growing to be a man, (male), from infanthood should, and does, take longer than growing to be a woman, (female). Thus, a woman matures much earlier in life than a man.

Sexual union is a purely Erotic or Female function. During this act, both Man, (male), and Woman, (female), are in their Female mode. However, the woman, being more predominantly Female to start with, and having a body designed, both anatomically and functionally, as a condensing unit, for obvious reasons of motherhood, is relatively more Female than the Man, in their sexual act, even in the cases where the wife is more predominantly Male than her husband, in other aspects. Thus, the woman condenses the mental, or spiritual, affluence of man more efficiently, so that the condensate, both hers and that of the man, may be incorporated in the formation of a new being. The less Female the man is, the more efficient is this condensation in the woman. However, the more Male a being, man or woman, the less erotic it is.

By virtue of the mutual exchange of spiritual condensate, since the man is also Female in the sexual union, the two people involved colonize each other's body and, consequently, they are in effect partially joined into one spiritual being with two corporeal domains.

Any intruder in a partner, or colony, established by sexual union is fought with an intensity proportional to the possessiveness, or Female factor, of the individuals claiming the same domain. The spiritual conflict of the two claimees is the destructive effect of adultery. As the Woman is the Erotic center, condensation of the spiritual affluence of the man in the woman is much stronger than the condensation of the spiritual affluence of the woman in the man. Therefore, on the personal level, adultery involving one woman is more serious than adultery involving one man. A more aggressive man might be able sometimes to flush the other one out. However, the first man has a definite advantage. The conflict, generally, never comes to a permanent end, on the spiritual level. In the case of partners officially married, the establishment of a permanent footing by the intruder is extremely difficult, depending on the closeness of the community, because marriage constitutes a social contract, in which other members of the community are involved and they act as guarantors of the contract, and ally with the rightful partner.

In Patriarchal societies, it is the adultery involving one woman that constitutes a social offence, i.e., is socially destructive. In these, polygamy of man may be tolerated. In Matriarchal societies, adultery involving one man is the social offence. In these, polygamy of woman may be tolerated.

However, Matriarchal societies are inferior in many ways, as the woman is burdened with both the Male and Female functions. These societies cannot exploit their full potential of Conceptual Active Intelligence. As the woman excels in Executional Active Intelligence but is rather inferior in Conceptual Innovation or Improvisation, Matriarchal societies tend to become societies of static perfection, as in the case of ants and bees, where the males are reduced to mere drones. Furthermore, as Woman is more Erotic or possessive and more tenacious and persistent in getting her own way, in Matriarchal societies the competition for authority is so fierce that such societies can only survive when the number of Active females, or Active Mothers, is reduced to one.

Social and family relations:

Having laid down a sound scientific foundation for the correct understanding of the Male and Female principles and the similarities and differences between Man and Woman, we can now deal with the subject of human social behavior and human relations in general. With this scientific understanding to help us, we shall not only study human relations as they are currently manifest in our present society, healthy or unhealthy, but we shall venture to put forward a natural framework for the kind of human relations and social behavior to be targeted in an optimized human society. Now that you have the necessary scientific briefing, we can tackle the issue together. I will guide you to discover for yourselves the natural way to behave or relate to each other, especially between the sexes, by asking you some questions that will help you see your own experiences and feelings on the issue, in this new scientific light. Since I have carried out my own survey, in addition to having my own experiences, I can have a pretty good guess at your answers. You will realize that they are quite common.

I want you to go back to the time that you were a teenager in love. By ‘in-love’ I do not mean desiring some one of the opposite sex, just for making out. I mean the kind of love that starts with a glow in your eyes, a flush behind your ears and a grip in your chest; the romantic kind of love. What was your attitude towards your beloved? How did you picture in your mind your physical and mental contact? (Not the sexual act). The common attitude among young men in love is to picture themselves engulfing their beloved in their arms in a tender protective way, the intensity of this protective embrace being greater the more delicate and vulnerable the girl. On behalf of the girl, the picture in her mind and her actual stance when actually in embrace is to bury herself into her beloved’s arms, the intensity of the feeling of surrender being greater the stronger and more dependable the man. And, this is not something your mother or father has taught you or the result of tradition or accepted social norm. And, since these attitudes are spontaneous and natural and so widely common, we consider them as the natural tendencies of the respective souls of the male and female sex. So, it is obvious that Man and Woman are different not merely in anatomy but in soul attributes as well.

Considering the couple as a single functional unit or system, we can resemble it to a fruit tree. The Man is the stem and the strong boughs and the Woman is the more tender shoots, leaves and flowers. The foliage and blossom is the beauty of the whole tree, including the trunk, and the trunk feeds and supports the blossom displayed, so that its beauty shows better than if it were on the ground or in a basket or blown by the wind.

Staying with the simile of the tree, the trunk should be characterized by its toughness, resilience and reliability and, what’s more, these attributes must remain constant and unfailing year after year. It is similarly expected of Man, and is also his natural attitude and his ambition.

In making promises, a man is expected to keep them for as long as he lives, irrespective of how his feelings or his whim may change. In elder days, such was actually considered as the primary mark of a Man; so much so, that beloved women would bind a man on a promise of a favor, even before he new the favor to be requested, as a show of adoration. This is how John the Baptist lost his head. I would advise men not to bind themselves to promises of unknown content because they might discover themselves betrayed. (A woman should expect love but not worship or adoration. A man’s love should not be a weakness for the woman. If he satisfies all her whims and vanities, he will soon fail to excite her and she will turn away).

It is wrong and unnatural to expect the woman to make such long-lasting promises. A woman is renewed every Spring-time like the blossom of the tree and, with every renewal of her feelings, she will try to free herself from such promises, or to negotiate more favorable terms. She will rightly claim that she could not have possibly known her subsequent feelings or what she was letting herself into when she was making the promise. Man could claim the same but, in his case, this does not count. A promise is a promise and has priority over and above feelings and subsequent afterthoughts. A Man is as good as his word. This is the rule and such is also his nature.

As far as promises go, a true Man’s promise can be relied upon for his lifetime, that of a true Woman for a season or a year, that of a homosexual for a week and that of a prostitute for less than a day. If, in his ignorance of true nature, a man expects a woman’s promises to be valid as long as his, he will be choking his woman. He will soon be in for a surprise and, what’s worse, he will end up accusing women of being fickle and impossible to figure out. It is just that he is ignorant of true human nature and judges women as if they were men.

Does the above imply that a woman cannot hold a high post of social responsibility or a high rank of Authority?

No, it does not. A woman changes dramatically towards her Male character when she becomes a Mother. When a mother, a woman can handle responsibility quite well; sometimes better than a man. However, as a mother, her outgoing love is still mainly emotional and narrowly partial towards her own and, during her motherhood years she is not suitable for holding a post very high in social responsibility and Authority. She can hold a position of the highest rank of Authority, only when she is finally emotionally detached from her offspring. This is neigh impossible in Mother cultures, such as the Catholic and Orthodox Christian societies, the Moslem society and the Hindu society. Although such societies have had women prime ministers, they were all corrupt in the sense that they promoted the interests of their families at the expense of the state. However, this handicap, as pointed out, is more due to culture and less due to the natural attributes of women.

Our next question concerns elements of attraction towards the opposite sex and is first addressed towards women. Though Man has been considered as the stronger sex, as far as body is concerned he is only stronger in physique and muscular build. In all other bodily aspects, Woman is biologically more resilient. Not only she endures all the hormonic upheavals of womanhood, goes through pregnancy, childbirth and the grueling experience of child caring and upbringing, she has also greater capacity for work, (she has a work output over her life span far greater than that of a man), and greater resilience against diseases.

Yet, in spite of woman’s superior biological tenacity, Nature has endowed her with gentler bodylines, more graceful body movement, smoother skin complexion, glossier hair, larger mouth with more expressive and attractive lips and more expressive eyes. Woman is naturally the erotic center of gravity of the human species. In addition to this natural endowment, a woman, in looking after herself, has the tendency to improve on this endowment by making herself up, through the use of make-up, jewelry and colorful dresses of silk and lace that reveal her bodily charms in a more seductive way. (In modern society it is Man that is constantly sexually harassed).  

And here comes the question (to the Woman): Would you be attracted to a man that looks after his appearance in the same way that you do, with make-up, brow-picking and penciling, jewelry and colorful dresses? How would you react if you discovered that your man wears slips of lace with pink and yellow ribbons? Some of you are now giggling.

Now picture the same man, not particularly good looking, may be a bit scarred, wearing a military uniform, either army, navy or air-force. Oh yes!! That’s better.

What makes a man in an officer’s uniform generally sexually attractive to women? Is it the material of the fabric, the shining buttons or the tailoring fashion? Or is it what the uniform stands for? You all know the answer. What does the uniform stand for? It stands for strength, majesty and command of his domain. A man is attracted to a woman in the way that we are all attracted by a flower garden. It is its beauty that attracts us. A woman is attracted to a man in a way that we are all attracted by a high rocky face or cliff with possibly a waterfall gashing from its brow. It is its majesty that attracts us.

And, since the uniform on a man attracts or excites the woman, then in order to keep this attraction alive, they should both try every way they know how to keep this uniform on man’s back crisp and shining for their whole life together. They should not let it get all creased up and moldy or throw it as a rag in the waste bin.

How do they achieve this? How do they keep the Man of the family in overall command of his domain, his family?

The couple should agree at the very start of their relationship to set one or two rules which define that part of man’s domain that the woman cannot trespass under any circumstance, and the man should guard this boundary firmly at all cost and without flexibility, for the sake of both of them. A woman likes her man to be a fortified castle but, being emotional and easily yielding to the demands of her children and other pressures, she will soon attempt to ask her castle to yield also, sometimes out of sheer vanity, thus undermining its foundations and, with them, the very thing that not only attracts her to her man but also gives her reliable security. For her own sake, god forbid that she succeeds; for, the moment she does succeed to ruin the foundations of her castle, she will look for another unconquered castle. What may still keep her faithful to her man is not attraction or devotion but other considerations, such as moral or religious convictions, social concerns, responsibility for children and so on. She is no longer happy however; even their sexual motivation and performance deteriorates fast and, if she were not otherwise timid, she would want to terminate the relationship. In America, where these other considerations are weak, divorce is so very common.

At what stage in the relationship is this more likely to happen? As soon as the woman becomes a mother, especially of a boy. Because of the dramatic change in her attributes and because she has to assume a role of responsibility and command, a woman assumes a critical and corrective or judgmental attitude, not only necessary for her children’s upbringing, but tends to extend this attitude towards her man. If Man is not very careful at this critical time, he runs a very serious risk of losing the husband status for a son’s status and soon loses also his wife’s trust and devotion and the command of his domain. This will also affect negatively his sexual motivation and performance and the sexual life of the couple deteriorates even faster. In no way should a woman advise her man as a mother. For a happy relationship lasting a lifetime, a woman should accept her man as her lover and fatherly guide and a man should treat his woman as his sweetheart (lover) and his baby.

A husband’s attitude towards his wife, as well as towards his children, is one of outgoing love. This is not a feeling like erotic love, but a mental attitude in action. What the woman can offer her man in return for this outgoing love is not the same attitude but an attitude of devotion and TRUST, even when he is down; and, in devotion and trust there is no room for criticism or accusations. (The material blessing in a family comes from the wife. For this, the wife must transfer her devotion and trust from her paternal family to her husband. Otherwise she will bring ruin and, when this happens, the husband-wife and the whole family relations will be tattered. Then, the husband will become vengefully abusive, without even understanding the real cause). The closest to her husband’s attitude of outgoing love that a woman can manifest is as a mother towards her children. But, as this is accompanied with criticism and corrective attitude, if she makes the mistake of mothering her husband also, she will destroy the husband-wife relationship. This is what usually happens and this marks the beginning of the breakdown of the family fabric and Man becomes oppressive. When there is something any of you does not like, instead of complaining or criticizing, state what you like or request what you like. A complaint is exactly the same as an accusation; every body hates to be placed in the box of the accused by his own family.
In the same way that both Man and Woman must do everything to preserve Man’s uniform of command, so must they also spare no effort to preserve the beauty and tender resilience of the Woman. How is this achieved? (The question is addressed mainly towards Man).

Woman is a very emotional being, not only in her role as wife and mother but also in everything else that she does, even her career job. Emotional work is very wasteful in energy consumption and a woman often finds herself with her batteries quite flat. This has an adverse effect on both body and mind and the woman soon loses her glow and beauty. It is the job of the man to charge her emotional batteries regularly so that they never deplete. What should man do to secure this? Try the following:

At the end of each single day, when the couple comes together at home at the end of the day’s work, they should give their priority for the first few minutes to themselves and not to the children or to anything else. The husband should come up to his wife and let his arm touch her arm and his fingers move to find and mesh with hers or caress her fingertips and, while asking with attention and genuine care how her day has been, move his hand across her shoulder and back, finger a small lock of her hair and, if he understands from her breathing or sigh that she really thirsts for energy, give her a real good hug and a rub along her back; hold her there until she lets him know by her breathing and body expression that her batteries have been charged. This does not take long. Only a couple of minutes may be enough. A man should do this every day they are together, unfailingly; not only when he feels like it. It is an absolutely necessary routine.

Remember that Man is more like a generator of emotional energy whilst a Woman is more like an accumulator. It is Man that should give fond attention to the Woman and NOT the other way round. A Woman should give such fond attention to her children. Children and women in their prime need fond attention more that they need food; just like flowers need rain and sunshine. It is natural, part of human design, that children and women in their prime are self-orientated.
If the woman’s emotional batteries are neglected, or when she is emotionally down or distressed, she will show it quite unintentionally by complaining about her work or the children or her relationship with her friends or what caused her this distress. Gray is right that, in doing so, the woman is not asking for suggestions to solve these problems. Gray is wrong in supposing that this is just Woman nature that Man does not understand and that Man should treat it simply as one of those differences between Man and Woman. All she needs is emotional attention and support; her batteries are down. The husband should pay attention to her complains without making the mistake of offering advice or suggestions to his wife of how to solve the difficulties she is complaining about, unless she explicitly asks for such advice. This is not what his wife needs or is asking for by merely complaining. An even worse mistake, a dreadful mistake, is for the husband to debit his wife with part of the fault for what she is complaining about. The last thing she needs is an accuser from within her own camp. What she needs is emotional support and a hug.

Frequent and persistent complaints of the above nature are symptoms that her batteries are depleted and that the emotional relationship is beginning to fail. Man should take corrective action immediately. An emotionally satisfied woman is glowing with brisk cheerfulness, as all must have noticed in the woman’s mood on the morning after a night’s satisfying sex. She finds no reason to complain about anything, however demanding the day’s problems may be.

This brings us to the all-important subject of the sexual aspect of the relationship, in which aspect the majority of men are never quite right. As we have mentioned earlier, Woman is the erotic center of gravity and, in the human species, which has an understanding of this beyond the instinctive drive, the way we go about it can have a decisive bearing on the relationship as a whole, affecting all other aspects as well. We are always assuming that this aims at a long and full relationship and not an one-night stand. The aim of man should be primarily to satisfy the woman rather than himself. This attitude gives him additional reward, as he reaps the joy of accomplishment of the goal, over and above the sexual gratification.

First, he should choose the circumstances that his woman is really ready for it or prepare her with playful gestures as early as the beginning of the day before he leaves for work. Man should give his woman time to get properly aroused and desirous. It is always preferable that the man should hold back his passion until the woman is fully aroused and passionate. The whole sexual session will be more satisfying for both if the woman gets more desirous and impatient for it than the man. It is very important that woman reaches orgasm by any means or tricks, preferably slightly ahead of man. Her proper preparation as mentioned should make sure of this or, at least, help a lot. To coerce or even persuade a woman to have sex when she is not in oestrus, (worked up with desire), constitutes an act of rape. When a woman is in full oestrus, even aggressive or forceful sex cannot be considered a rape.
The rearing of children is a very necessary part of the couple’s relationship and the proper way of going about it affects also the husband wife relationship. At the cost of doing without a few emotional pleasures, the father should be reserved at some distance from the child until the age of six, as a reference of authority. When the mother finds it difficult to explain or convince the child of doing or refraining form doing something, she must have the father in reserve to use in case of difficulties or where she needs to change a decision taken hastily. In such cases, the mother should use the father authority as follows: We must do it, (or not do it), because father has said so and father knows better and loves us. Notice the four necessary elements of this statement, which elements must always go together with not one missing. The first element is ‘We’; not ‘you must do it’ but ‘we must do it’. The mother includes herself in the action so as to show that she is on the child’s side and the child is not alone without ally against both mother and father. Then come the three verbs always together with none missing; father said, knows, and loves us. This is the father image that the mother should present to the child, irrespective of whether the father deserves it or not. It is to the benefit of all, especially the child. Note that this is not a prejudice in favor of the father. The ‘father’ figure we are talking about is a reference created by the Mother.

The father should never punish the child. This is the mother’s job. The upbringing of a child is not a matter of teaching and learning. It is a matter of training. Though the child may understand perfectly what it is told, its memory of non-experiential knowledge is rather volatile and, what it understands perfectly today, may not affect its behavior a few days later. In addition, in both children and adults, knowledge files, or information files, do not have a direct effect on the mode of function of any system. The behavior and character in general are decided by the EXEC files and these are simple equations or identities in the subconscious, and completely lacking in any elaborate reasoning. (This is where Dr Spock and other child psychologists have failed so miserably). Most of these ‘Action loops’ are recorded into the subconscious usually by bypassing the screening of conscious reasoning, either at high speed or when the person is stunned or unconscious or panicky or in pain. Even during pregnancy, such engrams are received by the baby through the mother’s senses. For upbringing to have an effect, it must work on the lines of punishment and reward, the terms being used in their most general sense. Even physical punishment cannot constitute violence, if it is not accompanied by rage and abusive language. The parent or teacher must never punish the child when they are angry. They must explain the reason for the punishment and keep their mouth shut when they are delivering it. And, for goodness sake, be constant and predictable in handling punishment and reward. Do not tolerate a carload when in a good mood and fly off the handle on the flimsiest of mischief when in a bad mood. You will bring up a very confused child. And, never punish the child or shout at it for causing an accident, especially when it is hurt and your blood rushes to your head, but always punish the child for insubordination and impertinence. Actually, if the parents do not spoil their children earlier, they will seldom have cause to punish them later. And, do not forget the reward when due. And, always remember that anger is more forceful than a smile and a curse more forceful than a blessing, in the same way that a punch carries more weight than a caress. Never utter curses or abusive language when in rage. You’ll literally cripple the child. A child beaten and cursed by his mother is doomed to a life of failure and poverty.
After the age of six or seven, the male child enters his father’s world and most of its upbringing until the age of thirteen is father’s responsibility. The upbringing of the daughter remains mainly the responsibility of the mother until the age of fourteen. By this age, the parents must have completed the task of upbringing. If they have not, it is too late and too bad. From this age on, they should simply be there for their children whenever and in whichever capacity they are needed. They should have trained their children to initiate communication so that the parents should not be the ones to do so and, thus, appear inquisitive or interfering. The teenager will not listen to his parents if they are the ones to initiate communication. The building of the teenagers’ character is now in the hands of their teachers, especially the ones that they take to naturally and whose advice or example they will follow eagerly.

In your external relations with other people, you should always be supportive to each other, however unreasonable this may appear. If one of you is asked by a friend in a get-together if you agree with what nonsense or other point of view your spouse has just supported, obviously expecting you to come up against your spouse’s point of view, the standard reply should be: “My spouse (husband or wife) and I are together in both wisdom and folly”. In most cases of being wrong, your spouse has most probably realized that he or she is wrong but she or he is trapped and is fighting not to lose the argument in disgrace or she or he feels too vulnerable or too obstinate to change her or his tune. This is certainly not the time to abandon your partner at the foe’s mercy. Your attitude must be supportive, wisdom or folly. The others may call you a crazy couple but they will give up with despair trying to put you on opposite sides. In the end they will see in good humor the futility of trying to put you on opposite sides of a public argument and, may be, some of them will eventually see the wisdom of your folly.

I have left the following bit last because I want it to stick high-lighted in your minds: 

Woman loves both gifts and pleasant surprises. Man does not like gifts and HATES surprises. The latter, as well as secrets kept from him by his family, is subconsciously interpreted as loss of control of his domain. The discovery of secrets on matters concerning his responsibilities throws him into raging apprehension.  The mother reacts exactly the same, and for the same reason, when she discovers secrets on matters concerning her responsibilities, kept from her by her children.

· Avoid these secrets with religious discipline.
What is it that you measure and compare and find equal or unequal between the sexes? Rights? Woman enjoys more rights than Man. Woman is more highly evolved biologically. We tend the World for children and women in their prime. Man is built and programmed with the drive and the responsibility to look after, provide and support his wife and his children, in the same way that the stem and boughs of a tree support its tender shoots, foliage and blossom. Responsibility goes with Authority. Authority in the family belongs to the Man. It is an essential part of his manhood. All else belongs to the Woman. Woman should respect this in Man and not try to strip him of his self-respect. She will not be happy if she succeeds.
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
