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The Deadly Sin

The Deadly fruit of ‘Good’ and ‘Evil’
What is expounded here can also be come across scattered in the books and the Magazine but it is given special attention in this article so as to bring it into better focus.

The article is also intended to answer the most perplexing human question: “How could a God, who IS Love, create Evil or allow Evil to arise in a Universe that He created with Love?” And it will answer this question simply, scientifically and conclusively.

We shall start from the simple and most obvious observation that:

The Universe we observe around us is not merely a System of material bodies with some sort of Mechanistic behavior but a System that, apart from this, manifests also the phenomena of Willfulness, Sentience, Understanding, Consciousness, Awareness, Feelings and, generally, all the properties that constitute the phenomenon of Life.

Since we that manifest these characteristics are part of the Universe, the same must be inherent properties of the Universe and we are not its only Conscious and Intelligent expression in the zillions of Galactic Systems. For those that say that these were created by God, the observation still holds, since God, whoever this God is supposed to be, is within the Universe or one with the Universe. To say that Earth is the only place in the Universe where Life is manifest is the same as saying that the Oceans of the Earth wet only one particular pebble on Normandy beach whilst the rest of Earth’s beaches are left dry.
And since the Universe manifests these opposing characteristics, it must also manifest two opposing evolutional dynamics.

1. The Mechanistic one that proceeds according to the laws of Thermodynamics, especially the most ruthless Law of Physics, that of the increase of Entropy. Entropy is the measure of chance randomness of the contents (Energy and Mass) of the Universe or any partial system within the Universe and its increase tends bring about a uniformity throughout the System, of temperature, density and form, with purely random and transient fluctuations.

In this Evolution of the Mechanistic Universe there is no sense of ‘Good’ or ‘Evil’, either absolute or relative. In this Mechanistic Universe everything goes: Mountains, seas, calm lakes and erupting volcanoes, to the formation and collapse of galaxies into gigantic infernos.

2. The other Evolution of the Structured Universe involves Intelligent Intention, Planning and Programming as well as Scientific and Technological know-how. In this Evolution, structures are conceived, designed, constructed, maintained and developed or evolved that tend to limit Entropic Freedom; either static, like the various structures we design and build, or dynamic, like the various machines of the Fire Technology we practice today, as well as the various diverse and complicated body-machines of the various sentient beings constructed by the Primary technology of Volitional Gravity, which is beyond our present capabilities. We cannot see its tools because these are only the volitional tools of mental focusing. (Between the section of the DNA that pertains to the kidney until the finished product, a very sophisticated and complicated automated technology has to do its part).

In this Structured Universe we have the concepts of ‘Relative Good’ and ‘Relative Bad’. Everything that is conducive to the proper running and maintenance of a structured system is said to be ‘good’ (or functional) for the system and everything that is against the proper running and maintenance of such a system is said to be ‘bad’ (or dysfunctional) for the system. For example, oil of a suitable viscosity is ‘good’ for the engine of a car, whilst brine in place of the oil is ‘bad’ for the engine. Further, in a competitive environment or ecosystem, what is ‘good’ for the healthy maintenance of one system may be lethal for another. For example, spraying tomato or potato plants with fungicide is ‘good’ for the health of the tomato or potato plants but it is definitely ‘bad’ or lethal for the fungus of the potato blight.

Apart from this, the evolution of Entropic freedom acts against all structured systems and, therefore, Entropic freedom, though a direct consequence of the Primary Principle of indiscriminate Agape-Love, tends to destroy all structured systems. The maintenance of all structured systems necessarily aims at limiting Entropic freedom. Without such maintenance a building will eventually end up as a pile of rabble, a car as a pile of rusty parts and a body-machine of a sentient being will decompose into dust. So, Entropic freedom is ‘bad’ or ‘evil’ for any structured system.

The above-mentioned instances of ‘relative bad’ or ‘relative evil’ are not so serious as to be characterized as ‘deadly sins’ on the human level or any coordinated system.

The ‘deadly sin’ in any coordinated system comes from the ‘multiplicity of independent control centers of the same level’ in the system, especially in automated systems and in systems of the primary Volitional technology, for the simple reason that in such systems there is no time-lapse between intention and action that would allow reconsidering or discussion or Democracy. As we shall see further down, in such systems Democracy of multiplicity and counterpoise is deadly.

We know that in systems of the technology we practice, whether in a production line in a factory or parallel transactions in a netted system, a single control center can give control commands to a number of subordinate mechanisms or control Nodes but a servomechanism or subordinate control Node cannot receive simultaneous commands from more than ONE independent control Nodes above it. It is impossible for two independent control centers of the same level to give identical commands simultaneously. The law of Entropic freedom or Randomness makes this extremely rare to impossible. If by faulty design or circumstantial error a servomechanism is simultaneously subjected to two independent control centers of the same level, the operation of the system breaks down. Multi-level control systems are arranged pyramidally, with a SINGLE overall control center at the top of the pyramid.

The problem becomes even more serious when the control centers are Volitional centers of independent Will. In these cases, control changes to ‘exercise of Authority’. Imagine a platoon with two lieutenants giving independent orders to the platoon at will. The platoon is neutralized, especially during battle engagement, which does not allow the luxury of ‘dead time’. In such a case, the exercising of ‘common sense’ or ‘good judgment’ on behalf of the platoon soldiers as to which orders are the ‘best’ to follow is not a solution. What is termed ‘common sense’ is not so common. Judgment is very subjective and the exercise of ‘good judgment’ on behalf of the soldiers as to which orders to follow is equivalent to the platoon having as many lieutenants as soldiers. It is for this reason that in times of War Democracy is effectively suspended.

Even in a single cell organism, like an Amoeba for instance, when the Point-of-I of the Amoeba, resident in the Centrosome, splits in two before mitosis starts, all external functions of the Amoeba are suspended until the cell also splits in two, so that each Point-of-I acquires its separate control domain.

In the human body, the Point-of-I resides at the center of a mental neutronic vortex situated in the Thalamus of the brain, with direction of flow from the pineal to the pituitary gland. The pineal is the receiving pole from the Mental Internet or the Great Unconscious Circuit, of which we are all terminals, and the pituitary is the general command center of the body, from where all commands are issued to the various autonomous organs, in the form of primary hormones. If by accident during brain surgery, or other accident, this Point-of-I splits in two, though all internal autonomous functions, like breathing, beating of the heart and digestion continue, the body is incapable of coordinated outward volitional action and ends up as what we call a ‘living cabbage’. Unlike the Amoeba, where the suspension of external volitional action is temporary, in the human being this is permanent, as the body cannot also split in two. Externalized volitional activity can resume only if one of the Points-of-I migrates to a new fetus, something extremely rare.

And now we come to subject in question, the ‘deadly sin’ in a coordinated divine system, like a human society. Since we are considering control centers of independent Will, we are strictly referring to the ‘exercise of authority’. However, here we proceed a step further and consider authority centers possessing designing capabilities or designing free Will.

A center of designing free Will is a God of a certain level or rank. According to this definition, Man is a God or Creator of some rank.

A designer God or Creator, like any other sentient being, has his own distinct space-time coordinates and, hence, views every situation in his environment from his own particular perspective. Not only this. Every God, like every other sentient being with Discriminating personality, has his own recognition files and subjective Discriminating reference. So, not only does he notice by priority different aspects of an object or a situation but also exhibits different preference and taste as to what is ‘beautiful’ or ‘ugly’. These are just softer terms the even harder terms of ‘good’ and ‘evil’ or ‘just’ and ‘unjust’.

So, judgment of ‘beautiful’ or ‘ugly’, ‘just’ or ‘unjust’ and ‘good’ or ‘evil’ is purely subjective. However, this subjectivity is quite natural and there is nothing wrong with it.
If a number of Creators (artists) observed the same object or situation and then they are asked to draw or describe what they observed, each one will draw a different picture or describe a different version of the situation. Up to here, no problem. Even if each one was asked to design a system according to what he observed, still no problem, as long as each Creator designs and builds his own separate creation. This is actually very desirable because it enriches the environment with the beauty and diversity of the various creations of the free designer spirit of the different Creators with different references and different sense of beauty. If however, we assign to a number of Creators the design and building of a single creation, without appointing an overall coordinating designer, we are heading for war.

You see, every Creator puts something of himself into his creation and it is impossible to let go of it entirely. This creates a bond between Creator and creation, from which stem the syndromes of Responsibility and Authority, especially if the creation is a functional coordinated system. (Responsibility and Authority always go together). Any interference of a number of Creators of the same rank in such a creation constitutes multiplicity of authority that will inevitably lead to a clash, followed by discoordination and destruction of the system. Just imagine that some other sculptor interferes unsolicited in your sculpture to chisel eyes and ears. How would you react? Or somebody interferes in the construction of your artistic garden to form pyramidal shapes where you had spherical pruning or plant zinnias in your tulip beds. War? Of course war.

If we had the luxury of ‘dead time’, as in the case of the artistic garden, various artists might cooperate in the drawing up of the design, before it is executed. However, you need a designer in charge. In the end the design is unadulterated only if it is finally according to the creative taste of a single Creator. (Too many cooks spoil the broth).

Non-incarnate Creators or Gods can only use the Primary Volitional Technology. This technology has a potential limited only by imagination, because the Mental Internet provides powerful programs that harness tremendous forces and unlimited energy sources. However, this technology never provides the luxury of ‘dead time’. The time between concept and execution is only that of the transducing inertia of the materials used. In such divine systems nothing short of absolute devotion to the ordinances and design Protocol of the pyramid of authority can safeguard the system. Though, like in every organism or creation of this technology, Democracy can function as peripheral decentralized communal or organismal autonomy at all levels of the pyramid, the Democracy of multiplicity and counterpoise that extends inside the communities or peripheral organs and other self-contained structural sub-systems, as today’s Western World understands it, is definitely out of the question.

Imagine what would happen if you, while adhering to your views of personal Democracy or personal freedom, had access to this technology, which would give to an individual the ability to move mountains and sink chunks of continent into the Magma, with starting energy barely enough to press ‘Enter’ on the keyboard. The days of our planet would be numbered.
Man, as an incarnate Creator, has the advantage over the non-incarnate Gods, of using secondary and tertiary technologies that use secondary tools like hands, nails and teeth, and tertiary tools like screwdrivers, lathes and bulldozers, which provide him with the luxury of ‘dead time’. If, together with this advantage, Man kept his adherence and devotion to the pyramid of Authority and, hence, his free access to the Greater Mental Internet, his contribution to Cosmic Creation would be beyond imagination. As stated metaphorically by Tolkien in Ainulindalё of his ‘Silmarillion’, at the ‘end of days’ there will be a new musical orchestration around the theme of our Heavenly Father, enriched by the diversity, intricate details and beauty of the designing free Will of Man, which will be superior to the original music composed by the Titans, the first and powerful children born out of our Father’s Mind.

Summing up, we can state the subject as follows:

The ‘Deadly Sin’ can only be committed by Gods of any rank. The lower non-designing species have no such problem.

This ‘Deadly Sin’ consists of the violation on behalf of a lesser God of the ordinances and the Protocol of the Greater System of which he is a part. This happens when he places his own judgment of what is ‘good’ or ‘evil’ above the ordinances of the System.

This is the Sin committed by Lucifer, (not Adam), not because of evil intentions but through arrogance, insisting that he new ‘better’ than his superiors or the Greater System.

Just imagine that any cell in your body, instead of serving the post it has been assigned to serve, according to its outward functional capabilities, looks at its nucleus and admires itself. Seeing that it contains within its core the codes for creating a new complete body, and not being able to see how these codes have been executed to form the human body of which it is a part, it starts criticizing the ‘geezer upstairs’ that he has not done a good job or has not exploited all the Code’s capabilities and it goes to its ‘head’ that it can do ‘better’. It clones into an embryonic cell and attempts to build a new body within the body, by consuming the material of the cells around it. Do you think that the already existing body will tolerate other ‘independent bodies’, arising here and there and exercising independent authority within itself? Of course not; there will be conflict in the area and the result will not be the formation of a new body, or bodies, within the existing one but the formation of cancer in the area.

Several planets in Lucifer’s Planetary system were destroyed because of this, including the fifth planet of our Solar system, the one between Mars and Jupiter that ended up as the belt of Asteroids and our Moon. This was also the reason for the destruction of Atlantis, which would act as a pilot project for the rest of our Planet but obviously failed.

The Adamite project was set up in order to rectify the situation. And the instructions to Adam were that he should avoid this ‘fruit’. Some say, “Since God loved Adam, why did he plant that damn tree, a trap for his beloved Adam”? This insinuates that God was the ‘moral culprit’ of the ‘Sin’. Why did he punish the innocent and gullible Adam because he was fooled by the Serpent? This is not the case at all. It was impossible for the ‘tree of knowledge of good and evil’ to be absent from the ‘garden’; that Adam would not have judgment concerning ‘good’ and ‘evil’. God created Adam according to his own likeness in every way. It was inevitable that Adam would possess the faculty of critical judgment. God did not tell him not to have judgment of ‘good’ and ‘evil’. He told him ‘not to eat’, i.e., not to DO according to his judgment against the ordinances given him by the Creator of the ‘garden’.

Today everybody in the World, especially the Western hemisphere, have made this ‘deadly fruit’ the primary item of their staple diet. Don’t they understand that judgment is inevitably subjective and everybody is right in his own eyes, each one a different ‘right’? Don’t they realize that all premeditated crime is the result of placing one’s personal sense of justice above the Law? Don’t they realize that all problems in the family and the breaking up of families are the result of lack of hierarchy in the family and, instead of this, everybody strives to do or to enforce what s/he genuinely considers ‘right’ or ‘just’? Arguments of who is ‘right’ and who is ‘wrong’ first destroy love and, finally, the fabric of the family.

There is an American doctrine that is spreading fast throughout the World: “As long as you do what you believe to be ‘right’ or ‘just’, you do not have to obey any laws”.
But this is exactly Lucifer’s error.

The fact that everybody is ‘right’ or ‘just’ in his own eyes, together with everybody’s readiness to fight for what he considers ‘right’ or ‘just’ against those that, according to him, are ‘wrong’ or ‘unjust’ or ‘evil’, i.e. disagree with him, is the cause of all conflicts and wars, which inevitably escalate to the limit one’s power and means of destruction. With higher technology, this would bring about the swift destruction of the Planet.

For this reason, primary technology must never be trusted to immature humans that place personal right and wrong above the Law or above hierarchy. Such a society favors the most self-orientated aggressive predators and will inevitably bring about its own destruction.
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
