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Pertaining to the time and place of the Great Flood

Though the biblical accounts of individual events can be trusted as true and mostly accurate, it must be stressed that the Bible is not a history book by a long distance and should not be read as such. Neither can every word in the Bible, including the accounts of wars, journeys, adulteries, murders and petty quarrels, be considered as ‘God inspired’. Such wrong notions about the Bible undermine its credibility to reason and confuse those expecting guidance from it. Only when the Bible is read as an account of events and their consequences, evangelical teachings and inspired prophecies can it serve as a foundation of faith instead of a source of controversy. The Bible was meant primarily as a basis of religious and national tradition, including a Social Law, for binding together a People of important destiny; a destiny laid down in a Covenant with its conditions between Jhwh and Abraham.

And it does not matter one little bit if Genesis lacks historicity or if it does not give a literal account of the Creation but a very simplistic one that people of the time could comprehend or relate to. It does not matter one little bit if the Flood date calculated from its genealogies comes out wrong or whether it gives the Flood, wrongly or rightly, as universal or not.
Do not let such considerations undermine your faith in the real essence of the Bible.
Q1. Can biblical dating be trusted absolutely?

A1. Of course not. Examples: 

· ‘Exodus 12.40’ mentions the duration of the sojourn in Egypt as 430 years, which grossly contradicts the possible time-length of Moses’ ancestry, (son of Yokhebed, daughter of Levi, with Levi around 50 at entry into Egypt). Josephus mentions the duration as 215 years, obviously quoting bible scholars that arbitrarily halved the 430 years in order to make better sense. In Galatians, Paul mentions the 430 years as the time between the Covenant and the Law, most probably quoting other scholars that used the 430 years again in a text that made better sense. Neither of the two is correct. The duration was only 130 years. (See ‘Dating the Exodus’). If such obvious gross errors can occur in dating the events of the Sojourn and the Exodus, the most momentous events in the history of Israel, which took place just before the Pentateuch was written, then how can the biblical dating of more remote events be reliable? 

· If the ages given in the biblical genealogies of the Patriarchs were correct, then all paternal ancestors of Abraham, all the way to Noah, must have been alive during Abraham’s lifetime, with Shem and Eber outliving Abraham by a few decades (*). If this were the case, there should be some references of communications, relations and of their whereabouts. It is curious that, excepting Abraham’s father Terah, who is quoted as having his firstborn at 70, considered about normal even for Jacob who lived to be only 147, all the previous Patriarchs up to Arphachsad are mentioned as having their firstborns at between 29 and 35. This is definitely too young for people who lived to be several hundred years old. There is certainly an error in these quotations. This could have been caused by obliteration of the first slim digit of 1 due to damage of the records or by deliberate omission of this digit by scribes who considered such ages over 100 as too high. If we assume such curtailing, before Terah, the ages should read 129-135 instead of 29-35. This makes better sense, with only Abraham’s father Terah and his grandfather Nahor alive for a substantial part of Abraham’s lifetime and Serug, his great grandfather, dying the year after Abraham’s birth. This would push back the date of the Deluge to around 2900 BCE, which almost agrees with the age of the very thick layer of flood deposits in the Euphrates valley. (The Akashic or Virtual Reality archives give the date of the great Flood at around 3000 BCE).
Q2. Does the Bible say or mean that the Deluge was universal?

A2. Again the answer is “NO”.
· ‘Genesis 4.17-22’ mentions among Cain’s descendants “the people who dwell in tents and breed cattle” and “the people who play the lyre” in the present tense, in a way that suggests that when the book of Genesis was written these people were well known as contemporaries. From this quotation, it is obvious that the Bible does not say or mean that the Deluge was universal. The rendering “the face of the Earth” actually reads “the face of the land” in Hebrew and in Greek. (‘ERET’ or ‘ΓΗ’ means ‘land’). There is not enough water on Earth to flood it all even to 1% the height of Mt Ararat.
· In ‘A Synoptic History of Mankind’ it is explained that the Adamite colony was created in an isolated area in NE Turkey, (around and NE of Erzurum), chosen to avoid the present Planetary Prince’s attention. This is a highland of several valleys surrounded by still higher mountains, drained by four rivers that flow out of the highland through very narrow gorges, which must have been even narrower, and shallower, at the time of the Deluge. These are the Coruh and Narman Rivers that join to flow into the Black Sea, the Karasu River that joins the Murat River, (with its upper reaches also flooded by the Deluge), to form the Euphrates that flows into the Persian Gulf and the Aras River that flows into the Caspian Sea. Today the Aras joins the Kura, (also flooded in the Deluge), in an alluvial plain below sea level before flowing into the Caspian; a plain most probably formed by deposits from the Deluge.

The great Deluge and inundation was confined within this enclosed highland of Eden.
Genesis says that when Cain moved east he built a city and named it after his firstborn. This clearly indicates that Cain was not alone but had a big host of servants or subjects with him. Only the genealogy of the Ruling caste is given in the Bible. These Patriarchs or Monarchs had numerous servants or subjects, as we know from Abraham’s army, with which he defeated the combined army of four kings, (itself strong enough to defeat the combined army of five allied cities including Sodom and Gomorrah), to liberate his nephew Lot, and Esau’s troop of 400 men, with which he received Jacob on the latter’s return from Paddan-Aram.

Although there was an Adamite prince (Cain or whatever) that emigrated east with his following, first to the Indus River valley and finally to India, of which he became ruler in the 5th millennium BCE, Cain and Abel are primarily intended as ‘types’, referring to spiritual Authorities, ‘Sons of God’, of contrasting idiosyncrasies. Cain corresponds to the Old Planetary Prince, Cronos or Calicastia-the-Dragon, of aggressively competitive predator idiosyncrasy, with whom our Heavenly Father is displeased. Abel is the Coming Planetary Prince, the Sacrificial Lamb of the corresponding idiosyncrasy, Zeus-son-of-Rea Cybelle or Jesus-son-of-heavenly Jerusalem, with whom our Heavenly Father is pleased. Cronos tried to swallow up Zeus as Calicastia-the-Dragon tried to swallow up Jesus, (see ‘Revelations 12’). The ‘mark’ given to Cain is Calicastia’s weapon that he used to swallow up Jesus. This is the Cross-777, the mark of Death and Desolation, still used against Jesus by the Christians. (‘Cain’ and ‘Kaile’ are synonyms and mean ‘fear of death’ or ‘dreaded Death’, personified).

Finally I would like to mention, as a point of interest for those who can accept my word for it, that ‘Adam’ was not the name of the first Patriarch of the Adamite colony. ‘Adam’ is a Chaldean word meaning ‘Auburn-red’ and was the general characterization given by the older neighboring people to this new divine race, which had a fair complexion, blue eyes and auburn-red hair. In the Adamite language, the basis of both Greek and Latin, ‘Adam’ is rendered by ‘Phoenix’. The Adam that fathered Sith, (the first Adamite named in Genesis), came after Cain. (This Adam and his generations start at the beginning of Genesis 5).

As you can see, the date-of-deaths column shows that all the Patriarchs shown, from Noah to Terah, were alive until quite after the birth of Abram in 292 after the Flood. Abraham died in 467 after Flood. Compare his death-date with those of Shem and Eber.

As you can see, after this correction, only Terah, Nahor and Serug (for only one year) were alive after Abraham’s birth.

According to this correction, the date of the Flood and that of Creation must be pushed back by 700 years, with the Great Flood around 2900 BCE and Creation at 4844 BCE instead of 4144 BCE. We must stress that this is according to Bible reckoning.
We know now from the living Archives that the Genesis story, both the date of Adam’s creation and the name of the first Adamite are grossly incorrect. The establishment of the Adamite colony took place around 9000 BCE and the first Adamite was Rwanem. (See ‘Synoptic History of Mankind’ and ‘Reappraisal of Thoth-Hermes’).
